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“No Haters Allowed”
Jonah 4

Intro: What is your favorite season of the year and why?

Instead of Hate, Christ Followers….

Love Who God Loves. (vs.1-4) – In this section, Jonah is angry that God showed mercy to Nineveh. Jonah feels that he can love God while hating others. Is this true? Can we love God and hate others? What does 1 John 4:20 (read) say about this? What does it mean to “love our neighbors as ourselves”? Is there someone that you struggle to love? 

Love What God Loves. (vs.5-9) – In this passage, Jonah gets angry with God about the loss of a plant. God reveals to Jonah that he has more compassion towards a plant than he does the people of Nineveh. Jonah is a plant lover, not a people lover. Why is it so easy to love material things more than people? Which of the 3 Signs of Plant Loving do you identify with most: 1. Opportunities Over People, 2. Results Over Relations, and 3. Choosing the Replaceable Over the Irreplaceable. Why do you struggle with this?

[bookmark: _GoBack]Love How God Loves. (vs.10-11) – God is a God of grace and compassion. God shows Jonah in this section that he desires to show Nineveh compassion. To follow God, we must be willing to love “how” He loves. Christ desires to love “through” us. Why do we often attempt to live the Christian faith in our own strength, rather than submitting to Christ and his life through us? What does Galatians 2:20 (read) look like in the life of a believer? How can you live out Romans 12:1 (read)? In what situation are you struggling to offer your body as a living sacrifice?

1. Is there an area of your life that is in bondage to hatred?
2. Is there any sin that you are hiding today? Are you lying?
3. What is one sin or stumbling block that hinders you from faithfully following Christ?
4. Have you shared the gospel with anyone this week? Who are you afraid to declare the gospel to?
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
